Rounding Made Easy

Class: 3rd Grade

Duration: 15 minute 

Materials:  Student math journals, math workbooks, computers
Key Vocabulary:  rounding, place value

Objectives: Students will understand simple situations in which to round up to the next ten or down to the previous ten.

Standards Met: 3.NBT. Use place value understanding and properties of operations to perform multi-digit arithmetic. Use place value understanding to round whole numbers to the nearest 10 or 100.

Activate Background Knowledge: 

 Teacher will make reference to past concepts of place value and estimating. Practice the rounding rhyme with students prior to reteach lesson. 
Step-by Step Procedure:
1. Introduce the lesson objectives to students: Define rounding for the students. Discuss why rounding and estimation is so important. 

2. Teacher will model how to round to the nearest ten, hundred, and thousand using one example for each.  

3. Teacher will make constant reference to the taught rhyme to explain procedure for rounding numbers. 

4. Teacher will have some time for guided practice.  Students will be asked to follow and copy guided practice examples in their notes. 
Independent practice:  Students will complete assigned topic homework.  

Universal Access- ELs will have the opportunity to reinforce and practice concepts at their own pace using visual, audio, and teacher aid.
